· Two illustrations- political cartoons, paintings, drawings, photographs etc. 

· One written document- letter, speech, newspaper article, editorial, poster etc. 

· Show how your 3  documents directly relate to your Lincoln document 

· Find 3  supportive (pro-Lincoln) primary documents that were somehow related to your specific Lincoln document

· Two illustrations- political cartoons, paintings, drawings, photographs etc. 

·  One written document- letter, speech, newspaper article, editorial, poster etc.
