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PowerPoint Skit, Movie, E-Book Project

Course: Tech 101
Duration: 6 days 
Grade level: 9-12 (Elective)
Purpose: The purpose of this project is to show scholars the versatility of Microsoft’s Powerpoint Program.  Microsoft’s Powerpoint can also be used to create small skits, movies, and e-books.  Scholars may use this program to bolster any presentation in various subject areas such as social studies, math, English, Spanish, and science).  Scholars will be asked to incorporate a variety of media in their presentations, such as videos, audio, pictures, hyperlinks to internet sources, as well as incorporate other programs if needed (Microsoft Excel and Publisher).
*Note* the scholars in this technology class have been working with Microsoft Excel, Publisher, Words, and Powerpoint for approximately two months, and are proficient with the use of  each program.
Duration: This project will take a week or more depending on the skill level of the students. 
Objectives:  
1. Adapt projects, such as oral presentations, skits, as well as short stories with the use of computer aides, such as Powerpoint, Publisher, Front page, Excel (graphs) etc. 
2. Scholars may create pamphlets, newspaper, gift cards, as well as other creative works with the use of publisher to bolster presentation.
3. Incorporate visuals, audio recordings, the internet, and video clips into a powerpoint presentation.

4. Use powerpoint’s basic features to create a skit, movie, or e-book presentation. 
5. Use the internet to obtain pictures, waves, audio recording, and video clips for presentation.
6. Incorporate an assignment from any subject into a presentation.
7. Create a storyline for the presentation.
Higher Order Thinking Questions:

1. Knowledge: What will be the focus of your presentation? 
2. Analysis: Which program will you rely on the most? Why?
3. Synthesis: How will you incorporate all the elements you have gathered to create an epic story?

Anticipatory Set: What are the elements of a presentation, movie, or a skit?  (Teacher will begin the lesson by going over the basic elements of a movie, presentation, or skit with scholars.  The purpose of this question is to get scholars thinking about the elements that they will need in order to engage their audience.  After listening to a few responses, the teacher will tell scholars that they need to have some direction (a beginning-introduction, body-plot-climax, and ending-conclusion, with a sprinkle of ingenuity).

    

The approximate time for this will be 2-5 minutes.

Aim: What are the essential components to a powerful presentation?  (Scholars will be asked to select a subject area as the focus of their skit, movie, or e-book.  Scholars will then be asked to list some of the materials they will need to put together their presentation (they may add to this list throughout the duration of the project)).  Teacher will inform scholars that they must incorporate the following elements: audio, visuals (pictures (still and animated), audios, and video clip, link to an internet webpage). 
The approximate time for this will be 5-8 minutes.

Mini Lesson: (Teacher will provide scholars with an example of a movie he has already created. Teacher will use this lesson to show students the various elements mentioned in the Aim.  Scholars should be advised to pay attention and take notes as to what they can take away from the movie.  Furthermore, they should be encouraged to ask questions: how to incorporate certain images, transitions, text box, pictures, and audio, just to name a few.  Teacher will then transition into the lesson by going over the basic elements of the movie he created. 
A. Elements of Mr. Cameron’s Movie. 

a. Story line (How I proposed to my fiancée – a mixture of non-fiction & fiction)

i. Plot – Setting – Conflict – Character – Point of View - Theme
b. Sound (wave files, music, instrumentals)

c. Images ( animate pictures known as *Gifs* and still pictures)
d. Video recordings 
B. Question & Answer session.
The approximate time for this will be 20-25 minutes.
Transition #1 (Teacher will give scholars the remainder of the period to ask questions, and or to jot down any ideas they may have about their own projects.  While scholars are jotting down new ideas, the teacher will circulate the room to go over the subject area the scholars have selected for their project, as well as their ideas for their skit).
The approximate time for this will be 5-10 minutes

Assessment:  Each scholar will be assessed based on the list of requirements for their skits, which will be an on going assessment. 
Homework: Work on your LIST… and if at all possible, beginning working on gathering your resources. 
Closure:  Restate the anticipatory set to see if students can demonstrate understanding.
The approximate time for this will be 5 minutes.


Anticipatory Set: What resources will you use to complete this project?  (Teacher will go over a few webpages that will assist scholars in their presentation).

    

The approximate time for this will be 5-10 minutes.

Aim: What are the essential components to a powerful presentation?  (Teacher will ask scholars to retrieve their notebooks from the computer cart, and begin searching for images, audios, and video clips on the internet).  Scholars should be advised that any web surfing outside sites deemed suitable by the teacher would revoke any further use of the computer for that day.  Furthermore, the teacher will reinforce to scholars that they are to look for items that will enhance their presentation.  (Teacher will circulate the room to ensure that scholars are on task). 

The approximate time for this will be 15-20 minutes.

Transition #1 (Teacher will now instruct scholars to beginning working on their story line, using either Microsoft Word, or Powerpoint to outline their ideas. Teacher will circulate the room to assist students who are having difficulties).
The approximate time for this will be 10-20 minutes

Assessment:  Each scholar will be assessed based on the list of requirements for their skits, which will be an on going assessment.

Homework: Begin working on the ideas needed to enhance your storyline. 
Closure:  Restate the anticipatory set to see if students can demonstrate understanding.
The approximate time for this will be 5 minutes.


Anticipatory Set: Order! Order! How will you structure your presentation?  (Teacher will provide scholars with some ideas for structuring their projects).

    

The approximate time for this will be 5-10 minutes.

Aim: Will anyone enjoy my story?  (Teacher will reinforce the need for students to be confident in their work, as well as the need to be fully engrossed in their assignments.  Scholars will have the entire period to work on their projects, as well as surf the web to for additional resources). 

The approximate time for this will be 25-30 minutes.

Transition #1 (Teacher will now instruct scholars to jot down some of their thoughts on the process of putting together their skits.  Scholars will be asked to get in groups of three or four to discuss how they feel about their individual projects.  Scholars will then be asked to share with the rest of the class after 5 to 6 minutes.  Teacher will advise scholars to share resources and ideas with each other).
The approximate time for this will be 5-10 minutes

Assessment:  Each scholar will be asked to reflect on the process (discussing their storyline & retrieving resources from the internet) thus far.

Homework: Continue to develop the parts of your story.
Closure:  Restate the anticipatory set to see if students can demonstrate understanding.
The approximate time for this will be 5 minutes.


Anticipatory Set: What advice from the previous lesson will you use today?  (Teacher will reiterate suggestions or ideas mentioned in the previous lesson).

    

The approximate time for this will be 5-10 minutes.

Aim: What do I do now?  (Teacher will begin the class by instructing scholars to begin working on their projects.  Scholars with questions on how to incorporate images, audio, or videos will be asked to go to a workstation with an “expert student” to help guide them.  Teacher will circulate the room to ensure that scholars are on task, as well as to answer any lingering questions). 

The approximate time for this will be 25-30 minutes.

Assessment:  Each scholar will be asked to reflect on the process (discussing their storyline & retrieving resources from the internet) thus far.

Homework: Continue to work on the parts of your story and your media project.

Closure:  Restate the anticipatory set to see if students can demonstrate knowledge.
The approximate time for this will be 5 minutes.


Anticipatory Set: Are you ready?  (Scholars who are unsure of their progress will be asked to speak to the teacher on a one to one basis today, or after school.  Teacher will advise scholars to use today to begin finalizing their projects).

The approximate time for this will be 5-10 minutes.
Aim: Is it all coming together?  (Teacher will use this period to assist scholars who are still unsure of their progress.  Scholars should use the rest of the period to finalize their presentation). 

The approximate time for this will be 35-40 minutes.
Assessment:  Each scholar will be asked to reflect on the process (discussing their storyline & retrieving resources from the net) thus far.

Homework: Continue to develop your media project.

Closure:  Restate the anticipatory set to see if students can demonstrate understanding.
The approximate time for this will be 5 minutes.


Anticipatory Set: Arreeeeeeeeeeeeeee youuuu READY!?  (Scholars will present their skits, e-book, or movies today).  Teacher will provide those who are not finished with after school assistance during computer & technology club.  They will have another opportunity to present their final project to the class.  Teacher will distribute the popcorn and refreshments accordingly.

1. Social Studies, Science, Spanish, Math, or English
B. Written outline of your story containing the following: (25%)
1. Plot – Setting – Conflict – Character – Point of View – Theme
2. Classroom content transformed into a skit, e-book, or movie presentation
C. Here is a list of the items that must be incorporated in you presentation: (15%)
1. Visuals ( pictures (gif & non-gif pictures)
2. Audio (wave files, music files, sound effects)

3. Videos (clips from unitedstreaming.com or any other approved site)
D. Microsoft PowerPoint (50%)
1. Publisher (brochures for extra credit 5%)
2. Transitions between slides
3. Use of Add effect options
4. Manipulation of text
5. Incorporation of audio and visual elements
