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Introduction
Welcome to "Fabulous Fables". This literary genre focuses on some of the classic fables you are familiar with as well as some you may not have heard before.
Fables are short untrue stories that come from all over the world. They often have animal characters that talk and act like people. Some of the animals are clever, smart or foolish. Some characters play tricks on each other. Fables also have a moral or a valuable lesson that is learned in the end.


The Task
In this WebQuest you will be working with a partner to accomplish the following tasks:

· Choose and read 2 fables 
· You will identify the main characters, the setting, the plot and the moral, using the Fable Story Element Chart.
· You will plan your own story map for a fable and include the 4 main elements in a fable. You can use the charts that were made to help you.
· You will collaborate with a partner and write your own original fable. 

· You will create a picture to go with your fable. 





The Process
With your partner go over each step of this WebQuest so you know what to expect on this adventure into fables. After you read the steps, go back to Step 1 and begin.
Step 1:
Using the fable pages choose 2 fables to read. Remember you may read one fable provided by your teacher. Fill out the titles of your fables.

Step 2:
As you read the fables, fill out the “story elements “ chart.  You can use the planning wheel for ideas to help you with your fable.  
Step 3:
It is now time to plan and write your own fable with your partner. Collaborate with your partner and brainstorm ideas to write your own fable.  Look at the fable planning sheet.  Remember to include main characters, plot, setting, and a moral in your fable.
Step 4:
Write your own fable with your partner. Make sure you use the Writing Process and carefully go through each step. You must end with a published piece and have a picture illustrating your fable. You may refer to the resources made available in the classroom.

Evaluation
Your WebQuest will be evaluated based on the following:
· You successfully chose 2 fables and read them with your partner. 20 Points 
· The "Story map" chart is filled out completely and all components of the chart are filled out and correct. The writing is neat and spelling is correct. 20 Points 

· You and your partner brainstormed ideas for a fable that includes main characters, setting, plot, and a moral. You wrote a rough draft, edited it, wrote a published piece and included an illustration about your fable. Your spelling and grammar are correct and sentences are complete. 20 Points 

· Your fable has a good title and the moral written on the bottom. 20 Points.
· You participated and cooperated with your partner. Directions were followed and each of you contributed equally to the project. 20 Points 



Conclusion

Now that you have finished all of the tasks, you should be a Master of Fables. You have read 2 fables and compared their interesting elements. You are familiar with main characters, settings, plots, and morals in fables. You and your partner have worked cooperatively to create a story map of a fable and progressed through the writing process. You have produced a final copy of an original fable by you.
