Butterfly Life Cycle

1. Where do butterflies come from?  It comes from a chrysalis (KRIS-uh-liss) which is also called a pupa.
2. How many life stages do butterflies go through? Four – the egg, caterpillar, chrysalis and butterfly.

3. What happens in the first stage?  An adult butterfly lays an egg
4. What happens in the second stage?  The egg hatches into a caterpillar or larva. 
5. At what stage does the butterfly actually look like a butterfly?  At the fourth stage.
6. At what stage is the chrysalis formed?  The third stage.
