1. What are the seven things a plant needs to grow?

Room, temperature, light, water, air, nutrients, and time
2.  What can happen to plants growing in small places?

Their roots can become  crowded, and that results in smaller amounts of growth.

3.  Why is it good to know where plants come from?

So you can give them the temperature they are used to, so they can feel at home.  

4.  How can a plant tell you when it isn’t getting enough light?

A plant will tell you when it isn't getting enough light, because its stems will be thin and it will lean toward the light.
5.  How can you tell when it’s time to water a plant?
Most plants like to be watered when the soil is slightly dry to the touch.

6.  Plants use carbon dioxide from the air.  What do they return?

Plants use carbon dioxide in the air and return oxygen.

7.  What are the three most important nutrients for a plant?

The three most important nutrients are nitrogen, phosphorous, and potassium.
