Pattern House
Materials:

· 2 strips of construction paper 4” x 18” (per child) (you can use colored sentence strips)
· 1 strip of construction paper 3” x 18” (per child) (you can use a white sentence strip and cut a piece from one of the sides)
· tape:  clear, colored, or masking tape

· scissors

Procedures:

· Take one strip 4” x 18” and cut from one of the corners to the other corner in the shape of a half circle.  (This cut will be a 4” cut, cutting on the short side).

· Place the two strips 4” x 18” together and tape around three out of four edges.  (Do not tape the moon-shapes end that you cut).

	


    


· Have students make a pattern on the 3” x 18” strip using one of the suggestions above.  Slip this inside the other envelope you made.  This is now a “house” for the pattern strip.

Activity:

· Have students write “Can You Guess My Pattern” on the “house”.

· Students will create a pattern on the 3’ x 18” strip to insert in their house.  They can use stickers, stamps, shapes, etc.

· When students bring back their houses they can work with a partner or in small groups.  One student should be pulling the strip from the “house” as the other student or students try to decide on the pattern that has been developed on the strip.
· The patterns can be changed frequently and will allow for different level of experiences qith patterns to occur.  Students can progress to more difficult patterns and insert into their “house”.  They can also create patterns using KidPix, print their patterns and insert into their “house”.
