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Follow the steps below to create your slide:

1. Go to Start, Programs, Microsoft PowerPoint

2. Choose “design template,” OK

3. Choose “Neon Frame,” OK

4. Choose the “bulleted list” autolayout, OK

5. In the title text frame, type what the person invented

6. In the bulleted text frame type four hints. Start with the most difficult and continue until the easiest hint as the last. Use phrases, not sentences. Use bold font style.

7. To animate the bulleted text on the slide:

· Right click on the bulleted text frame, choose “custom animation”

· On the “Effects” tab, under “Entry animation and sound” choose “peek” – “from bottom”

· On the right under “Introduce text,” choose “All at once” and grouped by “1st paragraphs”

· Click on the “Order & Timing” tab

· On the right under “Start animation,” choose “on mouse click”

     8. To animate the title text frame:

· Right click on the title text frame, choose “custom animation”

· Use the same settings as above: “peek from bottom,” “1st paragraphs,” “on mouse click”

     9. Add a graphic of the invention and inventor and animate   

  these as well. Make your own animation choices for these   

  two objects. NO SOUNDS.

  10. Last, you need to check the order and timing of your 

        animations.

· Right click on one of the objects, choose “custom animation”

· Click on the “Order & Timing” tab

· The “animation order” should show: Text 2, Title 1, Picture frame 3 & Picture frame 4 (if you have 2 pictures)
