	June 2002
	The State of New York was not happy with the ruling and appealed the decision. They won, and the court said that students in New York State were only entitled to an 8th grade level of education.
	

	February 2005
	Still no action from the State of New York. The Court reviewed the recommendations and ruled that New York City schools need almost $15 billion to give their students a sound basic education.
	

	January 2006
	Still no action from the State, even though they are required by the highest court in the state to make changes to their funding system. Meanwhile thousands of students all across the state, and especially in New York City, are not getting the education that they are supposed to receive.
	

	June 2003
	CFE did not agree with the latest decision and went to the NYS Court of Appeals. That court ruled in favor of CFE, saying that students in New York state must be provide with a sound basic education, which is a meaningful high school experience.
	

	June 1995
	NYS Court of Appeals gives CFE the "green light" to challenge the state finance system because they believe that thousands of students are not getting the "sound basic education" they deserve.
	

	January 2001
	NYS Court of Appeals rules in favor of CFE, saying that New York State has not provided the funding for a "sound basic education" in New York City and elsewhere for several years.
	

	July 2004
	The NYS Court of Appeals gave the State of New York until this date to change the funding system, making sure that students all across the state were receiving a sound basic education. The State of New York missed this deadline, so the Court appointed a group of people, called a panel, to make recommendations for the State. 
	


Questions to Think and Write About

Talk to the students in your group about these ideas:

· Between which two events on the timeline was there the most amount of time? How many months occurred between those two events? What was happening in the CFE Campaign during that interval?

· Between which two events on the timeline was there the least amount of time? How many months occurred between those two events? What was the connection between those two events?

· In your opinion which event on the timeline was the turning point of the CFE campaign -- the moment when things began to really change? What happened? Why do you think this event was a turning point?

· Look closely at your timeline. How many years and/or months has it been from the first event on the timeline until today?

· How many months have lapsed since the State of New York was ordered to change their funding system for all students? Why do you think the State has not followed the Court's orders?
