 In order to become a nurse anesthetist, you must complete four years of baccalaureate degree in nursing or in other science related subjects. After that you must take minimum of one year as a registered nurse job. The next step is to enter a graduate program which lasts from 24-36 months, which emphasizes anatomy, physiology, pathphysiology, biochemistry, chemistry, physics and pharmacology. This graduate program also provides experiences with anesthesia techniques and procedures for all types of surgery and obstetrics.
Job Description:

The job for nurse anesthetist is to care for patients before, during and after the surgery. The anesthetist maintain anesthesia and they are also responsible for constantly monitoring every function of the patient’s body during the surgery.
