Concept:  
Word Processing

Behavioral Objectives:  

1.
The student will demonstrate the ability to access a MS Word document containing hyperlinks appropriate for researching the topics.

2.
The student will gather information from several online sources on a selected topic.
3.
Using MS Word, the student will record pertinent facts by carefully reading data and copying and pasting onto an electronic worksheet.
4.
Any electronic resource used by the student will also be cited on the E-Sheet.
5.
After two days of research, the student will construct a PowerPoint document to appropriately showcase the facts collected and share the final product with the class. 

6.
Appropriate graphics will be located online to enhance each information slide. They will be placed and sized appropriately.
 Required Materials:

Computer station for each student

MICROSOFT WORD software application

Television monitor for class presentation
4.
MS Word E-Sheet template

5.
Word document containing an assortment of topics with hyperlinks to assist students with locating appropriate websites (directed searching)

PowerPoint software and template

Anticipatory Set:  


Talk to the students regarding problems people may have that can make life a much more difficult experience.


Play the student the video on sweatshops(CINE) and discuss what they observed. What were they surprised to find out?

Explain that for the next two days they will be collecting information to use in a PowerPoint presentation to the class. Discuss the importance of reading online information with care in order to only use the very best facts available. Last of all, discuss why it is of the utmost importance to cite all sources that are used for independent work.

Lessons #1-6

Procedure:

· Direct students to log on to their assigned computer station. Once they’ve successfully gained access to their computer, model the process for viewing files and how to “drag” the E-Sheet template onto the desktop and then into their own DOCUMENT FOLDER.

· Using REMOTE DESKTOP, model the procedure for using a template to collect research.

· Emphasize the importance of copying and pasting accurate URL’s when research from a specific page is collected. Anything used must be cited.

· Monitor student progress while collecting facts and assist until everyone is comfortable with the task.

· On the third day of research, model the procedure for collecting appropriate photographs and placing them into the students’ PICTURE FOLDER.

· On Day #4, introduce the students to the PPT template and again direct them to “drag” the file to the desktop and then to their own DOCUMENT FOLDER.
· [image: image1.wmf]Explain that they will be choosing a background design and that it should complement their topic in some way.  Model where the background designs are located and how to see a thumbnail view before actually making a selection.
· Using Remote Desktop again model how to use the PPT template.

· On Day #5, model the procedure for animating the bulleted information and caution students to use the same animation for each slide or choose from an animation “family.”
· On Day #6, model the procedure for PLACING a graphic on each information slide(discuss orientation and size).
CLOSURE:


Poll the students regarding their progress and what they may be coming away with after collecting the information and seeing photos of people who may be less fortunate than they are.

EVALUATION:

· The student will work with a MS Word template to collect appropriate information regarding a specific topic within the scope of “Walking in Someone Else’s Shoes” and will cite a minimum of two websites for information and as many as necessary for graphic use.

· The student will construct an effective PPT presentation to share the information on the topic with the class. The classroom teacher will use a rubric in order to assess the students’ level of achievement.
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
