Include an image to add “eye appeal” to your page.

6. Mount your information sheet on a piece of construction paper, one sheet per topic.

7. Place a decorative cover containing your name, grade, and date.
8. Bibliography – Last page of this assignment, mounted on construction paper, entitled BIBLIOGRAPHY. See my Schoolnotes for Bibliography details and examples.

9. Rubric – You must include the attached rubric for full credit. Be sure to include your comments in the “Student Comments” section.  The rubric should be attached to the back of the assignment.
